2. Connecting displays

You can add up to three external displays to this docking station, which features two HDMI out
ports and one DP out port. Among the three out ports, only HDMI 2.1 (OUT 1) port can receive
two input sources and toggle between sources with one button click.
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Step1 Connect your primary display to the HDMI 2.1 (OUT 1) port with the provided BenQ
HDMI cable.
